7. Conformably with established national camping policies, Local Councils are required to
submit to the Regional Office the roster of duly organized contingent together with the
medical certificates, parental authonty and duly accomplished application to attend the
Jamborette, and the corresponding individual reservation fee of Four Hundred pesos
(PhP400.00), which is non-refundable but transferable, not later than Friday, November
15, 2013. The remaining balance of Two Hundred Fifty pesos (PhP250.00) must be paid
upon arrival at the Jamborette venue.

8. The host region must be supplied with the updated advisory from the participating
Councils concerning their mode of transportation, estimated time of arrival and
departure, and other requirements at least two (2) weeks in advance in order to prepare
every need in due time.
