1. Pursuant to Administrative Order No. 23, entitled Creating a Steering
Committee on National Observances, the National Historical Commission of the
Philippines (NHP) as chair, the Department of Education (DepEd), Department of

Education and Health (MAPEH), Filipino, and English during classroom discussions
or school programs/events.
