SEARCH OBJECTIVE

The Philippine High School for the Arts (PHSA) conducts screening of
applicants yearly to identify and develop artistically gifted and talented
children by implementing a special secondary education curriculum and
support programs to provide the country with a continuing source of artisis
of excellence and leaders in the conservation and promotion of the Filipino
artistic and cultural traditions.

SCHOLARSHIP PRIVILEGES

The successful applicant is awarded free fuiion fee, board and jodging
(with weekend home leave with the parents or with 2 designated legal
guardian), classes with master ieachers, 2 monihly sfipend, pius fhe
chance to represent the country and the school in intemational festivals,
competitions and exchange programs. The grant is renewable every year
for six consecutive school years upon safisfaction of academic and
non-academic requirements.

CURRICULUM

The Basic Education subjects prescribed by the Department of Education
are in the PHSA curriculum.

SCHOLARSHIP ELIGIBILITY

As a siate-supporied special secondary school, PHSA accepts only a
fimited number of freshmen every year. Annual intake averages forty to fifty
students only to ensure a more individualized and differentiated academic
and aris fraining programs possible. ;

- be Filipino citizen with no pending application as immigrant o any
foreign country;

- have an outsianding ability in an art discipline;

-  be agraduating Grade VI pupl at the time of application;

- be able ip take up the scholarship in the Schoeol Year for which it is

granted;

- ot be older than 14 years upon enroiment; .

-  be proficient in oral and writien Filipino and English; -

- bewilling fo study in a resideniial school;

- have no debilitaiing ilinesses or systemic and/or communicable
diseases such as serum sickness, congenital heart disease, systemic
lupus erythematosus, hepatitis A and/or B, untreated primary
complex, chronic ofitis media, malaria, bronchial asthma, and/or
seizures/mvoluntary fremors;

- and be determined o pursue a coliege degree in Dance, Creative
Writing, Architecture, Fine Arts, Music, Theater Arts, Journalism, or
any related courses upon graduation from PHSA.
