The basis for the number of classrooms shall always be based on the number of rooms actually built in the original construction. This number is reflected in the school building card and book of accounts. If this building is modified, resulting to a different number of rooms currently present in the school, the original number of rooms is retained. Please see below how to fill out the data in the National Inventory of DepEd Public School Buildings for these cases.
